History: The Women’s Fund of the Shasta Regional Community Foundation (SRCF) was founded in 2008 to address the persistent challenges facing women and families in Redding.

Purpose: The Women’s Fund is building a permanent endowment fund and an annual fund to address the needs of women and families, improve children’s futures and raise community awareness.  Our grant program promotes preventive solutions and increased options for women and families.


The 2010 Women’s Fund Focus Area:  Grant applicants must address the following focus area as it relates to women in Redding.        

“Gaining skills for economic self-sufficiency”


Supports programs that provide education in financial literacy, employment training or specific skills that can lead 
women to economic self-sufficiency.

Grants are awarded to:  

· Nonprofit organizations with tax exempt status under Section 501(c) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code.   The Community Foundation will search the IRS database to confirm current status.  Organizations whose 501(c)(3) status is not current will not be eligible for funding consideration.  

· Public agencies
Grants are not awarded to or for:

· Budget deficits

· Endowment funds or annual fund drives

· Individuals

· The promotion of religious activities.
· Organizations with grant reports past due to the Community Foundation. 
Grant Amounts:  The Women’s Fund will provide up to $15,000 for grants in 2010.  Grant applications should be for no less than $1,000.  

Time Frame:  Projects for which grant is being sought should be completed within 12 months of grant receipt.


Collaborative efforts are welcome.  Applicants are encouraged to demonstrate partial project funding from other sources.  Funding from a variety of entities demonstrates broad interest.

· Project budget (listing all anticipated project funds & services).

· List of board members and affiliations (one page list) 

· For schools & other public entities, a copy of departmental budget (1-2 page summary)

Please note, this is a request for financial report information, not a request for organizational budget.  If current financial statements cover less than 6 months, please submit a copy of current statements plus year-end statement for the previous year.  

· Optional, 1-2 related photos (only if they help you describe the proposal)
Please address the following questions in writing and limit the narrative to three pages.  Use the numbered questions as headings for your responses.

1. Organizational information - describe your organization, tell us about its history, its mission and purpose.

2. Project Summary - Summarize the request.  State the amount of support requested and its proposed use.  Be specific. Include other community support receiving. 

3. Estimated # of women/children to be directly and indirectly served by this project.

4. Statement of Need – describe the needs to be met or problems to be addressed by the proposed funding.

5. Project Implementation

a. Project goals, specific.

b. Activities to achieve those goals.

6. Project timeline and completion date.  Projects should be completed within 12 months of grant receipt.

7. Future Funding – Please explain how your organization will support a project if there are future financial requirements to sustain the work of the proposal.

Provide one original and 5copies of your entire proposal for the review committee.  

We suggest you submit your copies as double-sided documents to help save paper.  
All Grant Requests must be postmarked or delivered to the Community Foundation by 5:00 on the day of the deadline.

The review process may include a site visit, conducted by the review committee, and Community Foundation staff. Grant award notification will occur approximately 8-10 weeks from the proposal deadline.
